Walton and Warner lead the way

Ross
would have been two down but for the withering stare of Captain Andy Ridgway in goal
intimidating the Cirencester player entrusted with taking a penalty flick; it drifted harmlessly
wide. It was at this stage that Walton and Warner took control of the game.

With Adrian Williams showing his usual zest playing just off striker Richard Harbottle, there was
a determination about Ross that has been lacking in some recent matches. Add to the mix, the
youthful commitment of Kristian Franklin and Steve Evans and, on their day, this Ross squad has
the ability to give any of the teams in this league a run for their money. Certainly, Cirencester
knew that they had been in a tough match as they trudged disconsolately off at the end.
