Ross unfreeze Newent

Newent ‘B’ rearranged the venue to avoid a frozen pitch and instead travelled to Monmouth
to take on an ever increasingly confident Ross, in their home league fixture this Saturday. On
the previous Tuesday evening Ross A had turned over the league leaders Gloucester City C,
so expectations were high, although there were concerns about how much they would miss
their top scorer Tom McCluskey.

It was a nervous start to the match for both teams, as passes were missed and sticks clashed.
However things soon settled down and against the run of play Ross found themselves 1-0 up
when Tom Walton found some space in the Newent ‘d’ and fired a rocket into the bottom left
hand corner of the goal.

The 3-1
score line was identical to their encounter earlier in the season, meaning that Ross have now
completed a double on their close neighbour for the first time in many seasons. No doubt
they will come back stronger next year looking to set the record straight.
